A gathering of neighbors

   At the July general meeting of the Si-
esta Key Village Association, during a pre-
sentation by Rob Lewis, Sarasota County 
executive director of the planning and de-
velopmental services business center, An-
thony Beckford, head of Sarasota County 
Area Transit, announced that the county 
has applied a third time for a state trans-
portation grant. They expect to hear about 
the grant in the next month or so.

   If the grant is received, the county will 
order two trolleys to service the key on a 
30-minute schedule, with a third dedicated 
to traveling to Turtle Beach. If the  county 
doesn’t receive the grant, they will still 
move forward with replacing buses on Si-
esta with trolleys on the regular schedule. 
It will take several months to get the new 
trolleys whether through the grant or just 
the replacement schedule.
